INTRODUCTION
Africa Inland Child and Community Agency for Development (AICCAD) was founded in 1975 as AIC Children’s home Department. The Department targeted orphaned children and provided care until they attained adult status. In 2013 AIC Children’s home department was registered as an NGO and renamed AICCAD.
Our work is driven by a passionate belief that every child has intrinsic value that should be nurtured and protected. We will therefore protect and offer an opportunity to any vulnerable child to realize their full potential.

BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY

ICCO  Cooperation together with four other Dutch organizations including Kerk in Action (KiAChurch in Action), HAC (Help a Child), Edukans and Wilde Ganzen have been  implementing a 5-year lobby and advocacy program in Kenya  that is  funded by the Dutch Ministry of Foreign Affairs. The program is called the Civic Engagement Alliance (CEA) and it is being implemented in 12 countries in partnership with local organizations. In Kenya, the program is implemented in partnership with 5 local organizations including the Kenya Alliance for the Advancement of Children's Rights (KAACR), Africa Youth Trust (AYT), African Inland Child and Community Center for Development (AICCAD), Anglican Development Services Western (ADS-W) and Kenya Community Development Foundation (KCDF) in five counties in Western Kenya ( Kakamega, Bungoma, Kisumu, Homa Bay and Busia).

The main objective of the program is to ensure that civil society can contribute to decreasing inequality and injustice in societies in order to create the conditions for just economic, social and political development. To achieve this goal, ICCO developed four pathways namely, political space for CSOs, realizing access to adequate and nutritious food for children, empowerment of small producers and their access to productive resources and inclusive markets, and moving towards a sustainable private sector.

AICCAD has been implementing lobby and advocacy project under Civic Engagement Alliance in Homa-bay County. The intervention aims to promote the expansion of the political/civic space for civil society, the realization of the right to food security and nutrition as well as the access to inclusive markets for smallholder farmers in four main value chains: maize, sorghum, soya and poultry. The intervention targets smallholder farmers in western Kenya with specific focus on women, children, youth and people living with disability.
The organization is to carry a child nutrition assessment that shall cover all the 8 sub counties of Homa-bay County in order to provide a snapshot of the nutritional status of children in the county. 

2.0 
OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE OF THE ASIGNMENT

From the foregoing, AICCAD seeks to engage a competent consultant to conduct the situational assessment of child nutritional status for children under 5 years in Homa Bay County. The study is expected to give effective recommendations and solutions to improve child nutrition in HomaBay County. The study is expected to cover a sampled population from the 8 sub counties and a sampled of key stakeholders to provide fair representation.

General Objective
To undertake situational analysis of nutritional status of children under 5 in Homabay County.
Specific Objective

a) To determine factors influencing child nutritional status in Homabay County
b) To examine nutritional status of children under5 years in Homabay county 
c) To assess the Homabay County commitment to County nutrition 
d) To identify gaps and give actionable recommendations to the National and County government, AICCAD, CSOs and other Key stakeholders to improve access to nutritional services.
3.0 KEY DELIVERABLES

The following will be the key deliverables during this assignment;

i. Inception report with agreed study methodology and timeframe.
ii. Final data collection tools and analysis plans

iii. Actual data collection

iv. Draft field work report (to be shared with AICCAD for review and input)

v. Final evaluation report with attendant attachments (All datasets, list of people interviewed in KII and FGDs).
4.0 DURATION OF ASSIGNMENT

The study will be implemented within 25 days with three main phases and deliverables under each as outlined below.

Phase One: Recruitment of research team; preparatory/inception meeting with the AICCAD to discuss and refine the study methodology and the overall task; presentation of inception report with detailed work plan.

Phase Two: Preparation and field work; this phase involves exploration of data sources and desk review of relevant literature, drafting and approval of study tools, mobilization of participants; planning for field visits in respective sub counties and interviews with respective stakeholders including representatives of CSOs, county officials, members of the county assembly and other relevant stakeholders.
Phase Three: This phase involves data analysis, report writing and delivery of a policy brief. The report shall be produced in AICCAD agreed format.
5.0 REQUESTS FOR EXPRESSION OF INTEREST

AICCAD now invites eligible firms/persons to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested firms/persons must provide detailed information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (description of similar assignments, evidence of familiarity with undertaking a study inNutrition knowledge, attitude and practices among community and local government. The Expressions of Interest should include track record and proven expertise in undertaking the said assignment. 
5.1. STUDY METHODLOGY.

The consultant is expected to employ mixed approaches (both qualitative and quantitative) during primary data collection. The study should be guided by the Child Well Being Indicators as in Kenya health Indicator Survey 2014. The consultant should conduct desk review of the relevant documents in order to provide background data and information (Policy documents, CSo nutrition reports among other journals with regard to Nutritional situation in Homabay County
5.2. Quality and ethical standards for the study
The assessors  should take all reasonable steps to ensure that the study is designed and conducted to respect and protect the rights and welfare of the people and communities involved and to ensure that the study is technically accurate and reliable, is conducted in a transparent and impartial manner and contributes to organizational learning and accountability.

1. Utility:  The study recommendations must be useful and should form the basis of designing better improved community projects by the county government and key stakeholders.
2. Feasibility: the study must be realistic, diplomatic, and managed in a sensible, cost effective manner.

4. Impartiality & Independence: the study should be impartial, providing a comprehensive and unbiased assessment that takes into account the views of all stakeholders.

5. Transparency: The study  activities should reflect an attitude of openness and transparency.

6. Accuracy: The study should be technically accurate, providing sufficient information about the data collection, analysis, and interpretation methods so that its worth or merit can be determined.

7. Participation: Stakeholders should be consulted and meaningfully involved in the study process when feasible and appropriate.

8. Collaboration: Collaboration between key operating partners in the process of the study improves the legitimacy and utility of the evaluation.
